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TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 44 held on Tuesday 5th March, 2019

CTC LEAF:13,923 packages of Current Season (including 44 packages Orthodox), 226 packages of New Season and 53 packages of Old Season Teas on offer  met with a very strong demand. 
BROKENS/FANNINGS: There were only a few clean types on offer which were very strongly competed for and advanced sharply by Tk.20/- and often more. The few Medium varieties on offer sold at attractive rates. End of season types which constituted the bulk of the sale met with a strong demand and generally sold at firm rates. 
CTC DUST: 2,187  packages of Current Season and 30 packages of New Season Teas on offer met with a good general demand. Select few lines of good liquoring D and CD met with good competition and sold at slightly dearer rates. Others also met with a fairly good demand at around last levels. Local buyers lent useful support whilst major Blenders were quiet.  
COMMENTS: This was the pen-ultimate sale of the season where Loose tea buyers competed strongly. The major Blenders were quiet but there was fairly good interest from other packers. As a result, virtually all teas were sold and prices moved up in Sellers’ favour
Dusts  sold well.
