CTC LEAF: 13,876 packages of Current Season teas
on offer met with much less demand at easier rates
with heavy withdrawals.

BROKENS/FANNINGS: All categories met with less
demand with prices easing by Tk.5/- to Tk.15/-. There
were several withdrawals.

CTC DUST: 4,918 packages of Current Season teas
on offer met with a fair demand. There were heavy
withdrawals with prices easier by Tk.8/- to Tk.10/-.
Loose tea buyers were active whilst Blenders were
very selective.

COMMENTS: This was the Final Sale of the season when
offerings were mostly plain and end of season variety.
Buyers operated selective which resulted in quite heavy
withdrawals. A few New Season teas, however, were a
strong feature.

NEW SEASON 2023/2024

373 packages of New Season teas on offer met with a
strong demand and sold at attractive rates ranging between
Tk. 450/- and Tk.1000/-. BLF teas ranged between Tk.150/-
and Tk.190/-.

OTHER MARKETS

DEMAND: - Good demand continued to persist for the best & good category teas at erratic prices. The bolder grades in
other sorts met improved enquiry at steady levels. Other sorts met fair enquiry from all sections of the buyers albeit the
prices moved southwards. The plainer teas met with better absorption but at barely steady levels. MARKET:-The total
CTC leaf teas sold this week was 87.79% (701342.5kgs) of the total offering of 798893.44Kgs. The best liquoring teas
continued to sell at irregular price levels with select few invoices fetching handsome gains, especially Fanning grade.
Good teas shed Rs 3/4 barring few invoices of smaller Broken and Fanning grades which sold at dearer prices on
competition. Better medium & medium category all sorts sold easier by Rs 2/3 with some out lots in medium broken
especially BOP grade. Medium category teas eased by rupees 1/2. Plainers sold at barely steady levels. BUYING
PATTERN:- The major blenders were fairly active and bought around 38.31% of the total CTC sold. The regional
buyers and packeteers were selective on the range of teas. Up country and exporters were fairly active this week,

especially on larger Broken.

CTC: There was good demand at lower levels for the end of season Assams and Dooars on offer with the majority of the
teas selling at irregularly lower levels to last closely following quality. Dust: There was good demand at higher levels for
the end of season offerings compared to the leaf market at irregular rates following quality. M/s Hindustan Unilever &
M/s Tata Consumer Products showed some interest on medium and plainer sorts. An export account was active on a
range of Assams at lower levels, particularly larger Brokens. Western India segments operated selectively in the leaf
market with better activity in the Dust market. Regional packeteers were fairly active on liquoring Assam Dusts. There

was limited interest from local traders.
