CTC LEAF: 50,827 packages of tea on offer once again met with a strong demand. 

BROKENS: Good liquoring Brokens were a strong market and mostly tended dearer. Below best and Mediums were a good market and were generally steady over last. Plainer types were a little easier with some withdrawals. BLF teas met with a little more interest and were slightly dearer compared to last. 

FANNINGS: Good liquoring Fannings were again a strong market and were about steady. Mediums followed a similar trend and sold at around last levels. Plainer types were an  easier market with some withdrawals. BLF teas met with a little more interest and were slightly dearer compared to last. 
DUST:  9,039 packages of tea  on offer met with a strong demand. Good liquoring Dusts were in good demand and were mostly firm. Their Mediums were also fully firm to dearer closely following quality. Plain/BLF Dusts sold around last levels with few withdrawals. Blenders lent strong support with fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. 

COMMENTS: Market once again witnessed a fairly good competition with demand emanating from all sections. Blenders were more active with a little more interest from the Loose tea buyers this week. 
Dusts were a dearer market.

There was lower demand this week for good liquoring Assams which witnessed a further decline in levels with a large weight outlisted due to want of bids. Medium sorts too were easier. Dooars met with good demand with the bulk selling at easier rates.  Dust: There was good demand. Bulk of the Assams on offer were irregularly easier.  Western India segments and M/s Hindustan Unilever showed fair interest on better liquoring Assams whilst M/s Tata Consumer showed limited interest on medium sorts and plainer Dooars. Both major Blenders operated on brighter liquoring dusts along with activity from regional packeteers. Exporters showed interest on larger Brokens. Local buyers operated on clean, well-made varieties.

DEMAND: - Good but selective demand. MARKET:- The total CTC leaf teas sold this week was 67.42% (1476388.03kgs) of the total offering of 2189734.15Kgs. Continued limited offer on best teas were seen and prices were irregular following quality. Good category teas larger Broken shed about Rs 8/10, medium Broken about Rs 3/9 whilst the smaller broken at the bottom end sold dearer by Rs 3/-whilst the top end declined by up to Rs 4/-. The Fanning grade faced withdrawals. Better medium larger broken lost Rs 8/ 10, medium Broken eased by up to Rs 4/-. Smaller Broken and Fanning sold barely steady to easier by up to Rs 2/-. Medium category larger Broken sold easier by Rs 4/8 whilst the remainders sold easier by Rs 2/ 3. Plainer teas overall lost about Rs 2/3 in comparison to last week. BUYING PATTERN:- The major blenders were fairly active absorbed only 53.74% of the total CTC leaf sold. Regional packeteers though improved their off-take but were price sensitive. Up country buyers and local traders were fairly active. Exporters improved their purchases in volume but at reduced price levels.
