TEA MARKET REPORT - Sale 42 held on Monday 24" February, 2025

CTC LEAF: 59,856 packages of tea on offer met with a
fairly good demand.

BROKENS: Clean liquoring Brokens met with a fairly
strong market and were mostly dearer following
competition. Their Mediums were also a good market and
sold around last levels. Plain varieties saw less demand and
were easier with more withdrawals. BLF teas again met
with a restricted demand with heavy withdrawals.
FANNINGS: Clean liquoring Fannings were a good market
and were firm to slightly dearer following competition.
Medium varieties met with quite a good market and were
generally firm to slightly easier. Plain varieties saw less
demand and were easier with more withdrawals. BLF teas
again met with a restricted demand with heavy withdrawals.
DUST: 9,854 packages of tea on offer met with a good
demand. Good liquoring Dusts sold well at slightly easier

rates. Medium Dusts were in good demand and were fully firm
to occasionally dearer closely following quality. Plain/BLF
Dusts were a selective market with heavy withdrawals.
Blenders lent strong support with fair interest from the Loose
tea buyers.

COMMENTS: The few available clean liquoring varieties
continued to meet with a strong demand and were often dearer
following competition. However, bulk of the offerings which
comprised of plain end of season varieties continued to meet
with a selective demand and witnessed heavier withdrawals.
Blenders lent stronger support with a little more interest from
the Loose tea buyers.

Dusts sold well.

DEMAND: - Good demand. MARKET: - The total CTC leaf teas sold this week was 89.51% (1133378.69kgs) of the total
offering of 1266170.46Kgs.BEST:- Good demand continued to prevail with prices ruling firm to dearer on select best
invoices at the top end, however at the lower end prices were irregular and easier. The larger broken in this category saw
prices declining following quality. Regional packagers continued to be active with selective buying from local buyers.
GOOD:- Good demand on the few larger broken on offer which saw a slight increment in price, however the other sorts
were irregular and lower following quality. Regional packagers, upcountry buyers were fairly active whilst the major
blenders were selective. BETTER MEDIUM: - Larger broken ruled a firm to dearer market. Other categories eased by Rs
3 to 5 and the fanning grade decline by up to Rs 8 on certain invoices. Major blenders continued to be selective along with
the upcountry buyers too. Exporters were very choosy. MEDIUM :- Larger broken sold barely steady. Other sorts in this
category at the lower end sold barely steady to easier, whilst at the top end prices saw a decline By Rs 2 to 3. Exporters
were active on the larger and select medium broken. Major blenders and select internal buyers improved their buying
along with the upcountry buyers. PLAINERS:- Good demand at easier prices with larger broken declining by up to Rs
3.All other sorts in this category sold barely steady to easier. Exporters were active but price sensitive on the larger and
select medium broken. Major blenders and internal buyers were selective along with the upcountry buyers. BUYING
PATTERN: - The major blenders off take was 33.04% of the total CTC leaf sold.
